AMENDMENTS TO BROOKSIDE VILLAGE

DECLARATION OF COVENANTS,

CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS

DATED 12-14-07


According to the provisions of Article XIII, Section 2, 1st paragraph of the Original Brookside Village Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions.  THE DECLARANT and Owner of lots greater than sixty percent (60%) are hereby approving this amendment.

The Original Brookside Village Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions recorded in Robertson County, TN.  In record book 1166, pages 100 – 135, as instrument number 174688 are hereby amended as follows.  On page 17 of said document Article X, Section 5, paragraph 2 is amended to read, “ Such lien, when delinquent, may be enforced by suit, judgment, foreclosure, or any other operation of law to collect past due assessments, including attorneys fees and filing fees.  Each owner, by acceptance of his or her deed, is deemed to covenant and agree to pay these Assessments.  All such Assessments, together with interest allowable at the highest rate of interest available by the State of Tennessee, shall be the personal obligation of the defaulting Unit’s Owner (during the term of his or her ownership) and a charge against the land and shall be a continuing lien against the Unit against which the assessment is made.  His or Her grantee shall be jointly and severally liable for all amounts due and payable at the time of the conveyance, as to all Assessments collectible hereunder.
